Seven Ingredients to an Effective Demo
e Preparation - The demonstrator should have made the project, it’s way easier
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to demo from personal experience! :POORHO"USE
e Step-outs - Have pre-made demos at the ready - you want to be ready for Booth 407
anyone!
e Practice - The more you do it, the better you are at it! Have a script or outline
available for training.

QUILT DESIGNS

e Simplicity - Don’t overwhelm your customers with tiny details. Get the basic
idea out - you need to keep everyone interested for about 10 seconds - then ~ Booth 1610
you will “get them” - they will want to see it through to the end. And you
will also attract the attention of other customers.

e Stories - Tie it in to common quilter’s experiences.

a. Example: Talk about last minute sewing for gifts - “ When you start these ng lerl.s
placemats on December 23rd.....” %

e Proof - give them the “Aha” moment!

¢ Confidence - Be confident, humble and honest - use humor and smile!
